SUBJECT:  Fuels Capitalization Automation Fielding Update

1.  Request widest possible dissemination of this information to logistics and engineering offices throughout the command.

2.  Army-wide fielding of automated source data collection equipment has commenced as part of the Defense Energy Support Center (DESC) capitalization of fuel inventory on Army installations.  Automation equipment currently being installed under a centrally managed and funded DESC contract includes Automated Fuel Service Station (AFSS) equipment and Automatic Tank Gauging (ATG) equipment.  A one-year warranty for all installed equipment will be provided followed by yearly maintenance support funded by DESC.  Sites will no longer have to fund and administer maintenance for AFSS/ATG equipment.  In addition to AFSS/ATG, Automated Data Collection (ADC) equipment for aircraft refueling operations at Army airfields is under review.  Once an approved ADC system is available, the AirCard issued to all Army aircraft can be used at Army airfields to record refueling transactions.

3.  Space and Naval Warfare Systems Center Charleston (SPAWAR) is the DESC project manager for all automation installs and equipment maintenance.  SPAWAR has performed initial site surveys at most Army locations and will be mobilizing contractors in coordination with the Army Petroleum Center (APC) to install equipment at eligible sites.  SPAWAR has developed site survey reports/installation planning documents that describe existing systems, recommended changes, equipment configuration drawings and connectivity requirments to the Fuels Automated System (FAS.)  These reports are available on-line via the DESC "Defense Fuels Web" (DEFWEB), formerly Facilities Management System (FMS), web site: https://fuelsweb.desc.dla.mil/
4.  The AFSS and ATG equipment provided through this fielding has been tested and certified for compatibility with FAS, which is the DOD fuels inventory and accounting system.  Automation at fuel facilities that store and issue DESC owned (capitalized) fuel must be compatible with FAS to meet electronic reporting requirements under the Integrated Management Plan for Bulk Petroleum, as implemented per Program Budget Decision (PBD) 735.  The scope of centralized automation fielding in support of FAS includes site surveys at 
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Army facilities, standard design configurations, and installation of approved Commercial-Off-The-Shelf (COTS) ATG with certified leak detection, installation of approved COTS AFSS with standard DOD data output, proper connectivity to FAS and update of the DEFWEB.

5.  ATG equipment is 3rd party leak detection certified for fuel tanks up to 100K gallons.  The ATG provides leak detection, inventory monitoring, and integrated alarms such as high level, interstitial, and sumps.  AFSS equipment is installed at active service stations and certain bulk loading points to capture point of sale transactions.  The ATG and AFSS systems will be connected to FAS workstations by providing communications via either dial-up or direct connection.  FAS Fuels Manager and Fuels Control Center software will be configured to monitor tank inventory and alarm data and download point of sale transactions from the AFSS equipment. 

6.  Local purchase and/or installation of AFSS and/or ATG equipment without coordination with APC is unauthorized per HQDA Message, DALO-TSE, 022201Z DEC 96, Subject: Army Fuel Faciltiy Automation Policy (Attached).  Automation equipment must be compatible with FAS.  There are limited manufacturers that meet FAS requirements.  SPAWAR has determined which equipment interfaces properly with FAS.  Equipment installed under the central fielding plan is also maintained through a central maintenance contract.  AFSS/ATG equipment is centrally funded by DESC via the working capital fund that determines standard fuel prices.  The Army is already paying for this equipment when purchasing fuel from DESC.
