IMPLEMENTING INSTRUCTIONS FOR DESC FUNDING OF FILTER VESSEL ELEMENT/CARTRIDGE REPLACEMENT 

1.  DESC has issued a policy for funding of fuel filter element replacement at eligible fixed fuel facilities. This series of policies are available at http://usapc.army.mil/   or at http://www.desc.dla.mil/DCM/DCMPage.asp?pageid=81.  All Army fuel facilities holding capitalized, or fuel that has been nominated but not officially capitalized, are eligible for DESC funding of replacement filters.  This includes elements used in fixed facility filter separator vessels and in-line filters on retail dispensing or direct fuel delivery systems.
2.  The DESC Policy Letters cover both the Primary and Alternate ordering instructions for these elements. Standard Army supply procedures shall remain effective for ordering replacement filters.  Follow the Primary Ordering Instructions for filling out requisitions through the supply system or the Alternate Ordering Instructions for reimbursement of local purchases or to receive a direct fund cite for local contracts.
